         Темы пленарного выступления и семинара Майкла Томлинсона:
Children Love Interesting Learning
         This plenary talk deals with the increasingly important area of CLIL (Content Language Integrated Learning), focusing on how it works and why it has become so popular. By addressing the question of what interests young learners, and how teachers can incorporate these elements into the CLIL content of their lessons,  the talk will indirectly provide some solutions to the common problems of pupil de-motivation and restlessness. All of this will be reinforced with practical examples and hands-on activities which aim to satisfy different teaching and learning styles and which can be easily implemented in any primary classroom.

Box of Tricks (or Humour Us…Please)
             One of the most challenging aspects of teaching young learners is holding their interest in the classroom. Children have limitless energy combined with an extremely limited attention span. Teachers have to juggle with these factors to try to avoid boredom, restlessness and de-motivation. Activities that children traditionally find engaging can be used as effective and dynamic teaching tools that will encourage them to use language and work hard without being conscious of it. By putting them into a meaningful context, we will see how diverse disciplines of language-learning can be taught with an amusing and child-friendly approach, thus making them more memorable for the young learner.
            This workshop will also consider the positive effect of humour in the Primary EFL classroom, where  fun and laughter are often synonyms for chaos, conjuring up images of children giggling or hooting in uncontrollable bouts of laughter. Thus teachers tend to avoid the use of humour either because they are nervous about losing control or feel that they are not funny enough to use it productively. The workshop will attempt to allay some of these common apprehensions.
